GRANTEE’S LEGAL STATUS:  The Grantee certifies that it is a non-profit entity operated primarily for a scientific, educational, religious, charitable, or similar purpose in the public interest; is not organized primarily for profit; and no part of its net earnings inures to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual holding an interest in the entity.  
A.  Grantee shall submit documentation that verifies its status as a non-profit entity as defined in Utah Code 63J-9-102(3).  
B.  The Grantee is an Independent Contractor, and has no authority, express or implied, to bind the State of Utah, the Utah Department of Human Services, or any of their officers, agents, or employees.
3.	PURPOSE OF AGREEMENT:  To pass State funds to the Grantee that were appropriated to it by the Utah State Legislature for (Specify purpose for which the funds were given to the Grantee here and delete these instructions. 7.	CONDITIONS OF ACCEPTANCE:  The Grantee’s acceptance of the funds provided pursuant to this Agreement is subject to the following conditions:
A.	The Grantee shall disclose to the Grantor:
1)	Whether the Grantee has a governing board that met or exceeded the requirements listed in Utah Code 51-2a-102(6)(f) in the previous fiscal year together with supporting documentation; and
2)	Whether it anticipates meeting or exceeding the requirements listed in Utah Code 51-2a-102(6)(f) in the fiscal year the grant received pursuant to this agreement is issued;
B.	The Grantee shall provide the Grantor with an itemized annual report detailing its expenditure of the state money received;
C.	The Grantee may be required to return to the Grantor an amount of money equal to the amount of state money the Grantee expended if the Grantor determines the Grantee failed to comply with the following during the time period the Grantee holds or expends state money:
1)	The terms of this Agreement;
2)	The Grantee’s bylaws providing for the financial oversight of state money and compliance with state laws related to state money received; and
3)	The Grantee’s procedures for the governing board to dismiss the administrator managing the state money. 
D.	The Grantee shall comply with all State and federal laws that apply to the subject matter and purpose of the Grant.
	8.	REPORTING REQUIREMENTS:  The Grantee shall expend the state money provided pursuant to this Agreement for the purpose(s) stated herein and shall provide the following to the Grantor:
		A.	An itemized annual report detailing its expenditure of the state money received;

INDEMNIFICATION: The Grantee shall indemnify, hold harmless, and release the State of Utah, and all of its officers, agents, employees and volunteers from and against any and all loss, damages, injury, liability, suits, and proceedings relating to this Grant which are caused in whole or in part by the acts, omissions, or neglect of the Grantee or any of its officers, agents, employees and volunteers

12.	SUBCONTRACTS:  The Grantee __________ (insert “may” or “may not” in the blank as appropriate then delete the other and these instructions) subcontract with other individuals or entities to accomplish the purposes stated in this Agreement. 13.	ASSIGNMENT: The Grantee shall not assign its benefits or obligations pursuant to this Agreement to any other entity.

14.	ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the Grant, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous oral or written agreements.

15.	JURISDICTION: The provisions of this Agreement shall be construed and governed by the laws of the State of Utah.  The parties agree so submit to the jurisdiction of the State courts of Utah for any dispute relating to this Agreement or the breach thereof.  Exclusive venue for any legal action relating to this Agreement shall be in the Third Judicial Court for Salt Lake County, Utah.



16.	GRANTEE HAS NOT ALTERED THIS AGREEMENT:  By signing this Agreement the Grantee represents that neither it nor its employees or representatives have in any way altered the language or provisions in the Agreement, and that this Agreement contains exactly the same provisions that appeared in this document and its exhibits when the Grantor originally sent it to the Grantee.
